With the announcement of election schedule by ECI for the conduct of
elections to the Puducherry Legi%siatiue Assembly 2011, the pace of all election
works have gained momentum. The Election machinery is ready to conduct the
elections to the Legislative Assembly All Returning Officers and Assistant
Returning Officers are in place to discharge their functions. The details of
ROs/AROs is enclosed as Annexure-A. The District-Election Officer, Puducherry
has conducted two rounds of training (o all ROs/AROs. Sector Officers have also
been appointed and the first round of training is completed.

2 The Police Department is ceared up to provide assistance for smooth
conduct of elections. The details >f important Police Officials are enclosed in

Annexure B.

3. The Election Commission of India has given directions for free, fair and
transparent elections. Many special teams have been constituted to curb the
menace of money power and tc monitor the election expenditure of contesting
candidates. Video surveillance teams will be constituted for each assembly
constituency for videographing siensitive events. Video of sensitive teams shall
be watched by exclusive Viden Viewing Teams to assess violations of Model
Code of Conduct and other insiructions of ECI.

4, Separate Accounting Teams for each constituency are being c:onstituted
to keep tab on election acccunts submitted by the contesting candidate:s. Based
on the report of video viewing teams, the Accounting Teams shall maintain
shadow observations registers for each candidate, which will be compared with
the candidates’ register when it is produced before the Expenditure Observer for

verification.

5. Flying squads hsaded by an Executive Magistrate are being zonstituted
for the areas falling uniier each Police Station. The squad shall also comprise the
SHO concerned, 3 to 4 armed Police personnel and one videographer. The
details of Flying Squads will be provided to a complaint centre that is being
constituted. On receipt of a complaint regarding distribution of cash or liquor or
any other item, the Flying Squad shall reach the spot immediately and gather
evidence, seize the: items of bribe and record statements cf witnesses and
persons. The team shall immediately furnish a report to the Retuining Officer with



a copy marked to the Superintendent of [Police and Assistant Expenditure
Observer. The entire proceedings shall be videographed.

6. Check posts headed by Executive Magistrates and Police Personnel will

be set up to keep vijil on large quantities of cash, illegal liquor, ary suspicious
item or arms being carried in their area. Unexplained cash without proper
document in possession of any person shall be seized and action will be taken in
accordance with lawv.

i The Election Commission of India has revised the ceiling of expenditure,
i.e. the maximum limit of election expenses that can be incurred by a contesting
candidate from Rs.5.00 lakhs to Rs. 8.00 lakhs. |

8. During nominations only three vehizles will be allowed to come within the
periphery of 100 metres of the office of the Returning Officer / Assistant
Returning Officer. Only the candidate plus four other persons will be allowed to

enter the office of the Returning Officer / Assistant Returning Officer ai the time
of filing nominations.

9. Datalyase on Government servants to be deployed for electior. dquty is
ready. Training to Presiding Officers and Assistant Presiding Officers -will

commence: next week.

10. Candidates contesting elections are required to open a separate bank
account exclusively for the purpose of election expenditure at least one day
before the date of filing nominations. All money to be spent on electicneering
shall ‘e deposited in this bank account. All the banks have been requested to

open exclusive counters to facilitate cand idates contesting in the elections.

11.  Any person intending to contest the elections must pay all Gove:nment
dues. Details of default in Governmeni. due is required to be furnished in the

affidavit along with nomination paper.

12.  District Election Officer, Puduche:rry reviewed the issues regarding Law
and Order in a meeting attended by ¢ill senior officers of Police Department,
Puducherry. Orders have been issuei for surrender of arms, suspension of
cracker manufacturing units, etc.

13.  The Director, Local Administrative Department and Commissioner of local

bodies have been directed to remove defacements with the help of Police and



Revenue authorities. Persons violaing the instructions of Election Commission of
India will be subjected to legal acticn.

14. The Election Commission o' India have allotted services of 15 companies
of central para military forces ) be utilized during the ensuing elections
especially in vulnerable and critica’ polling stations.
